CNCI  LIBRARY  INFORMATION  SERVICES

CNCI Library and Resource Centre was inaugurated on 12th July, 2006 by Dr. (Mrs.) Carol Becker, Mission Director, USAID Sri Lanka and the Chairman CNCI Mr. Nimal Perera under an agreement entered into between USAID Sri Lanka and CNCI on 2nd November, 2005.  USAID has funded the equipment and furniture partly.  Major portion of the initial stock of Library Books was also funded by the USAID.

The Aims and Objections of CNCI Library and Resource Centre

The CNCI being the Premier Industrial promoting and safeguarding the local Industry, a reference center to cater to the needs of those engaged in the Industrial Enterprises was a long felt need.

The information on Trade Fairs, Trade Inquiries, Free Trade Agreements and many other local and foreign information relating to Industry and Trade could now be readily available under one roof. 

It is intended to expand the facilities further to cater to multitude of needs of the Business Community as a whole.

Who Could be Members

Membership is initially opened to Representatives of ;

· All member companies of CNCI

· Representatives of USAID Mission in Sri Lanka as honorary members

Upto a maximum of 02  representatives nominated by each member company of CNCI be offered membership.

All USAID Sri Lanka employees, staff of Nathan Associates Inc., domiciled in Sri Lanka and the staff of The Competitiveness Program (TCP) are also entitled for membership recommended by the Chief of Party of TCP or Head of Mission USAID Sri Lanka.

Members of other Chambers and Business Associates may also be offered membership at a fee (see rules).

Members of the General Public too may seek membership at a fee (see rules).

Library Hours

The Library is opened from 10.00 a.m. to 6.00 p.m. on all week days.  CNCI reserves the right to alter times at their discretion.

System of Catalogue and Locating Titles

The books are catalogued using Anglo American rules and classified according to universal decimal classification system.

Racks and the book spines are labeled to denote the subject matter to help the users to retrieve information early.

Book Selection

Books and other Library material are selected having the users in mind.  Annually books will be added to the stock to update the collection.  Books are selected from local bookshops as well as from abroad to provide a variety and updated information.

Recovery Policy

In case of loss or damage to the Books, DVD and other Library property, steps will be taken to recover the cost in the following manner.

Members are cordially invited to handle all Library Books as well as equipment with care and respect.

Over Due Charges

Library users who fails to return the books on the due dates are liable for an overdue charge.  Fee of Rs. 1.00/- will be levied for each day delayed.  The fines so allocated will be handed over to the office – Accountant, CNCI at the end of each day receipted and a record maintained.

Centre staff will always remain prepared to offer their services to provide and make available information from other Libraries under Library Cooperation System and also through internet.

Centre will entertain requests and suggestions from the members and sister institutions and such requests and suggestions can be forwarded to the Librarian for submission to the Board of Management of CNCI for approval.

Collection development will be subject to approval by the Board of Management of CNCI.
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
